The following is a response by the above Training Provider on the Subject: Leading the Profession Globally: Our Request for Best Practice. The Immediate Business Response.

1) The Covid 19 crisis has devastated different supply chains thereby disrupting our various economic activities. The prevailing lockdown effected for 21 days in our country is in line with World Health Organization procedures to curb the spread of the deadly virus across the globe. Also it resonates with CILT International to save lives and so sustain future generations.
2) Key challenges in my environment include loss of jobs as most companies seem to reel under pressure from non-productivity, lack of adequate food and medicine supplies as most trucking companies are parked, parking space for  vehicles, huge operational costs among other aspects.
3) Lockdown effects include no generation of revenues, pressure to use the limited reserves to buy personal protective equipment, sanitizers and trying to protect the lives of their employees and families. Mobility is curtailed, as only employees in essential service  industries are to report for work. Only Public transport owned either by the government or companies is allowed to operate at half capacity to minimise congestion and maintain social distance.
4) Since transport companies are grounded, there is a somewhat collapsed business models or distribution channels. This is affecting availability of supplies and the limited provisions are now too costly to acquire.
5) For those business with a strong Information and Communication Technology base are now doing tele-working and tele-conference. They are now working from  home. For transport which involves physical distribution of products, there is a challenge because there is no movement allowed.
6) The United Nations and other organizations are offering financial assistance to help acquire all what is needed to test, isolate, treat, monitor and rehabilitate any persons affected by the virus. Also information is made awash on media. CILT International has helped in information provision on the way forward to protect employees and their families, continued interrogation on how best to introduce e-learning programs to support classes.
7) Information from CILT International Office is helping our local members to think deeply on how to reconfigure ther supply chains and giving hope that they can still finish their studies through e-learning
