OVERVIEW

Over the past year our focus has been on:

· aligning our qualifications to ensure that CILT’s education programmes are recognised in South Africa, so that both learners and employers can benefit. In the longer term this will enable significant growth in our membership.
· registering CILTSA as a professional body with the SA Qualifications Authority (SAQA). This is essential for CILTSA’s credibility and future membership growth.
·  identifying other revenue streams to sustain CILTSA.
We also have 5 accredited training providers and are actively working with them to grow our student numbers and our profile and credibility in the logistics, transport and supply chain industries.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Accredited training providers:  CILTSA currently has 5 accredited training providers – BIZZCO, Commerce Edge, Harley Reed, IMM Graduate School and KPI Consulting. This is an increase of 2 over the past year.

Endorsement of Short Courses: During lockdown, CILTSA endorsed 5 short courses offered by BIZZCO:
· Distribution and Transport Management

· Inventory and the Supply Chain

· Inventory Valuation and Replenishment

· Motivate and Build a Team

· Warehouse Management

It is hoped that, by CILTSA endorsing short courses, this will diversify our income streams, grow our membership and increase awareness of the Institute.

Project – with Accredited Training Providers

CILTSA has mapped the alignment of the curricula of three new, occupationally based, South African qualifications in Supply Chain Management (SCM) with the CILT International Certificate, Diploma and Advanced Diploma. 

Under CILTSA/CILT International leadership, three CILT accredited providers, have collaboratively used the alignment matrixes prepared by CILTSA and the CILT International courseware to apply to South Africa’s Quality Council for Trades and Occupations (QCTO) for accreditation against the three South African SCM qualifications.
CILTSA is now in discussion with the body responsible for assessing learners against these qualifications, the Transport Education and Training Authority (TETA) to partner with them in preparing assessments, moderating them and moderating learner results against CILT International criteria. By working with TETA in this way, it will be possible for learners studying through CILT/QCTO accredited providers and who successfully complete their studies to simultaneously acquire both the South African and the CILT International qualifications.

There is much work still to be done in this regard, but we are very excited by the progress made so far.

TETA Candidacy Programme for Women 2018/2019:  14 Women completed the second Candidacy Programme. The 13 successful candidates were  awarded the CILT International Certificate in Logistics and Transport as well as the MILT designation.

MEMBERSHIP
3.1 Individual Membership List:  Currently there are 158 names on our database – most of whom are in good standing.
3.2 Organisational Members:  We have 18 Organisational Members.
4.0 We have revised our value proposition to members, especially Corporate Members.

5.0 WiLat: the relationship between CILT-SA as a branch and WiLat as a component of CILTSA was under review and is being addressed.
6.0 CILTSA Next Generation: This interest group is active and making good progress. It is revising its marketing plan as a result of the impact of COVID-19.  CILTSA’s Next Generation is planning to incorporate high school career guidance into its activities from January 2021. The purpose of the road show is to demonstrate to students different career opportunities available within the Logistics and Transport sector. Schools from rural areas will be prioritised. This will be a partnership with willing TV station or radio station. Ultimately, next generation will host a TV slot to discuss issues of Logistics and Transport in RSA
7.0 Events: During the period under review CILTSA hosted one event – on business opportunities for women in the transport industry. The event was attended by over 90 people. 
8.0 Secretariat: During lockdown the Secretariat operated at minimum level.
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
